 ANGER - BEST CAUTION LIGHT EVER  

 
Do you stay angry all the time? Do you live in denial that you are really 
angry? Are you consumed by your anger? Anger is basically the unrea-
sonable desire for vengeance. Someone has hurt me and so I am going 
to hurt him or her more. Married couples, parents, kids, friends and co -
workers all know what it is like to be ñhurtò by someone. When hurt our 
initial feeling is to be angry. Anger is just a blessed feeling/emotion warn-
ing you that you have been hurt; some boundary has been crossed. An-
ger becomes a ñDeadly Sinò when you take it from being a ñcaution lightò 
and turn it into vengeance to hurt the other person. A spouse says some-
thing to intentionally hurt the other. A co -worker is vicious behind your 
back. You cut someone off on the road because they pulled in front of 
you. The Church teaches us that when anger moves to vengeance then 
true ñforgivenessò is the only thing that will loosen the grip that deadly 
sin has on us. Yes, to root out anger we must forgive and forgive quickly. 
Now, this may mean telling the person you are sorry. Or, it may mean 
that we cannot be in each otherôs presence, but I don't wish harm on 
them anymore. What is key is to realize that anger is Godôs ñcaution lightò 
that initially is blinking, warning us that we have justly or unjustly been 
hurt. When we do not forgive and move on, then our anger becomes a 
deadly sin of vengeance that eats at Godôs grace. Let us not let our anger 
turn into vengeance but let anger be an opportunity, a ñcaution lightò 
from God, to warn us that we have been hurt and that we need to figure 
out how God ask us to respond.

Third Sunday of Lent 

Pope Francis wants ñTwenty-four Hours for the 

Lord,ò around-the-clock availability of the sacrament 

of reconciliation, implemented worldwide this Friday 

and Saturday. Celebrated with his oft-recommended 

ñtenderness,ò the sacrament is ña source of true interi-

or peace,ò says Francis, enabling people ñto touch the 

grandeur of Godôs mercy with their own 

handsò (Misericordiae Vultus, 17). In Lukeôs Gospel, 

Jesus warns us against judging others. Focus instead, 

Jesus says, on deepeningðor restoringðour own relationship with God, 

for during this Lenten springtime that Master Gardener can use even lifeôs 

manure (the parableôs ñfertilizerò) to coax fresh fruit from a tree that seems 

hopelessly barrenðus! Parishes preparing catechumens may choose 

Johnôs Gospel, which likewise cautions against judging. Imagine 

what the Samaritan womanôs lifelong neighbors thought of her multiple 

relationships. But by discovering Jesus, then sharing her good newsðand 

Jesusðwith those very neighbors, she whom they had probably judged 

quite sinful became instead their evangelist and ñmissionary of mercy.ò 

ðPeter Scagnelli, Copyright É J. S. Paluch Co., Inc.
