St. Jude will be hosting a course on the sacraments.  This course 
can be taken by catechists for credit towards Level II Diocesan Certification or can be taken by persons simply wanting 

to grow in their knowledge of the Catholic faith.  All are welcome to join!  
 

This course examines the concept of ñsacramentò as it developed from pre-Christian times, was formally defined by 
Catholic theologians, was understood by Protestants, and has emerged in contemporary theology and practice.  We will 

also consider each sacrament, individually, tracing its history from earliest practices to contemporary understandings.  

Participants will be challenged to apply what they learn to their own lives as active members of the Church.  The text 
for this course will be:  Doors to the Sacred:  A Historical Introduction to Sacraments in the Catholic Church by Joseph 

Martos (Vatican II Golden Anniversary Edition, 2014, published by Liguori).
