  Reflection for Respect Life Sunday -  October 1, 2017  

 

In the month of October each year, our Church respects the pro -life values 
of our faith by recognizing  Respect Life Month.  I look back to 9 years ago 
when I was first ordained a priest.   Respect-life month was important, but 
since then, there has been erosion of a strong voice advocating for a respect 
for life in our society.  Thus, this message seems to be even more important 
today.  The theme this year as chosen by the US Bishops is: ñBe Not 
Afraid.ò  What a great theme in this age of divisiveness and uncertainty.  We 
are called to trust and follow God, especially in difficult times, especially 
when our values of faith seem to collide with the values of the secular 
world.  Ezekiel presents the anguished cry of one who struggles with Godôs 
commands, saying that Godôs ways are unfair. It is challenging for us to cor-
rectly form our consciences when it is a struggle and a hardship to do what 
is right and to follow the truth.   It may seem difficult to try to follow what 
the Church teaches, to reach out to others when they are confronted with 
temptations that go against Godôs love for us. Caring for the earth, access to 
adequate medical care, caring for those suffering at the end of their lives, 
fighting against racism and discrimination, fair labor laws, protecting the un-
born and the vulnerable, the freedom to practice our religious be-
liefs, speaking out against bullying: all these are part of our Churchôs teach-
ings on the respect and dignity of human life that we proclaim in Christôs 
Good News.  Our Church asks all of us to join together in solidarity in com-
memorating the values of Respect Life Month.

October 1 -  the feast day of 
St Therese of Lisieux   

 
In 1897, a French Carmelite nun 
named Therese Martin passed away 
at the age of 24 from tuberculo-

sis.  She lived her entire life in the remote rural home of her family and in a cloistered Carmelite 
convent.  She left behind a notebook describing her spiritual journey and some letter she 
wrote.  Yet, Therese is now one of the most beloved saints in our Catholic Church.  Her autobiog-
raphy is consider a classic in Christian writings.  Pope John Paul II gave her the title Doctor of the 
Church.  She is also one of the patron saints of the missions.  We celebrate St Therese on her feast 
day today.  We unite our prayer to hers:  

 

O St Therese of the Little Flower, during your short life on earth, you became a mirror of angelic 
purity, of love strong as death, and of wholehearted devotion to God.   Now that you rejoice in the 
reward of your virtues, cast a glance of pity on us as we place our prayers in your hands. We lift up 
our troubles to you and ask you to united our prayers to yours, that you will speak a word for us to 
our Lady Immaculate, our Mother Mary, whose flower of special love you were. We ask for your in-
tercession and the intercession of the Queen of the heart of Jesus as we pray for Godôs grace.  May 
we embody the strength, courage, and selflessness which you embodied in this life.  Defend us at 
the hour of death and lead us to eternal life.
